The great crested grebe is a waterbird of the grebe family, the largest
one found in Bulgaria measuring 50 cm long with a wingspan of up to 90
cm. It is found across Europe, Asia, Africa, Australia and New Zealand. Until
the end of the 19th century, it could be seen all over the country, while in
the 20th century it inhabited only the Black Sea and Danube regions. The
great crested grebe is a nesting species (with a floating nest), but it can be
also seen during migration, and in winter, when its number increases. It
inhabits lakes, dams and rivers overgrown with reeds or rushes. The great
crested grebe is a migratory bird who winters in non-freezing water bodies. It
is an excellent swimmer diving up to 30 m. It prefers to swim, but when it
has to get airborne, it needs a long run-up. Its legs are at the back of the
body, which makes it difficult to walk on land. The great crested grebe feeds
on any animals inhabiting reservoirs: fish, frogs, crustaceans and insects.

The appearance is characterised by black feathers on the top of the
head, nape and forehead. The feathers on the top of the head can form the
so-called horns, and feathers around the cheeks ‘sideburns’, which are better
pronounced in males. The wings and the back are dark brown. The feathers
around eyes, the neck, abdomen and chest are white and rusty in the groin.
The tail is relatively short and the bill pointed and red. The iris of the eyes
is also red. Winter plumage is not so contrasting and it lacks ‘sideburns’ and
‘horns’.

The courtship display is attractive and full of many rituals and poses.
Young grebes, who often hide in the feathers of the parents, are cared for by
both the male and female birds who dive in case of danger.

In the past, the leather of these birds was used to make hats, collars
and linings. Hunting around fishponds is still allowed. Another threat to these
birds is drying up of wetlands, destruction of coastal vegetation, and mowing
of reeds and rushes, which destroys their nests. The great crested grebe is
protected in the Red Book of Bulgaria and is classified under the vulnerable
species category (VU).
